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The Security Council, 

Deeply concerned by the ongoing conflict in the Middle East,

Regretting the violent nature of the latest happenings that led to human casualties in the Gaza Strip, 

Recalling resolution 1701 adopted by the United Nations Security Council on 11th August 2006, especially paragraph 9 stating to remain actively involved in seeking long-term solutions in the Israel – Lebanon conflict,
Viewing with appreciation the efforts taken by the Israeli and Lebanese Government as well as by the Hezbollah to follow the demanded steps of resolution 1701, 

Welcoming the consent of the Lebanese Parliament to the Hariri-Tribunal in order to investigate the murder of Rafik Hariri and Pierre Dschemayel,

Having in mind the difficult situation in the Palestinian–Israeli conflict,

Welcoming the newly initiative of the Israeli government to calm down the situation in the Gaza Strip by offering a cease-fire including a series of incentives such as negotiations and a prisoner release, if the Palestinians turn away from violence,

Keeping in mind that the majority of Palestinians and Israelis agreed that there is no military solution to the conflict and that a two-State solution can not be achieved through unilateral actions by either side,

1. Condemns the violent acts that have taken place in the Gaza Strip; 

2. Strongly requests the responsible Palestinian political groups to release Corporal Shalit without preconditions
3. Calls for the Hamas and the Fatah to join into a unity government that satisfies international standards and to stop the attacks with Qassam rockets against villages of the south

4. Demanding that the Israeli Government open crossings into and out of Gaza permanently and that the military operations that affected innocent civilians end immediately;
5. Stresses the importance to revitalize the Road Map, with a view to adjust some of its provisions;

6. Urges the Israeli government to respect the Lebanese territorial sovereignty and especially their airspace in order to stop infringing resolution 1701;

7. Requesting the Hezbollah again for the immediate and unconditional release of the Israeli soldiers Ehud Goldwasser and Eldad Regev;
8. Condemning Israel for the use of cluster bombs in Lebanon, which threatened the civilian population, the humanitarian agencies and even personnel of the United Nations Interim Force in Lebanon (UNIFIL)

9. Calls upon Israel to maintain the peace in the region, which is vital to global economic and political 

stability, by: 

a. 
Refraining from taking military actions against the Palestinians and Lebanese, if not acting in self-defence, without the authorization of the United Nations Security Council, 

b. 
Inviting any nation or calling upon the United Nations Security Council in order to support 



the protection of Israel’s territorial integrity; 

10. Calls upon the Palestinian Authority and the Lebanese Government to condemn all acts of terrorism; 
11. Decides to remain actively seized of the matter.
